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MONGOLIAN FOREIGN POLICY TOWARD
KOREAN PENUNSULA"?

Abstract

This article aims to discuss a brief historical overview and analysis of Mongolia’s
policy towards the Korean Peninsula of the present situation. The article will point out
Mongolia’s position on the divided Korea and its approach to bilateral relations with
the two Koreas. Additionally, the article examined the importance of South Korea for
Mongolia ,and highlighted its role in Mongolia's "Third Neighbor" policy and the basis
for cooperation. The research was done on Mongolia's policy towards North Korea, and
highlighted Mongolia's democratic transition and status as a nuclear-free state serve as
a role model for North Korea.In the article it concluded that economic cooperation,
regional partnerships in Northeast Asia playing a role as a mediator in Mongolia’s
diplomatic relations are important for the reunification of the two Koreas.

Historical View "Solongos" may derive from the word "
A7) Mpjige," which has a similar
meaning. According to some elderly

Mongols from Eastern Mongolia and

Mongolians are one of the few nations
on the world who know Koreans very well
from ancient times. Some sources show

that there were some relations between
ancient Mongolian Korean states. Mongols
have referred to Korea as "Solongos." It is
believed that the term "Solongo" appears in
the Secret History of the Mongols (written
around 1240), where "Solongos" was
mentioned. This suggests that the name

Inner Mongolia (Barga and Khulunbuir),
they would say, "We used to migrate as
far as Manchuria and Begdusan. From the
mountains of Begdusan, a rainbow would
always appear. That’s why they called the
region across the mountain the land of
Solongos, thus naming it Solongos which
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is Korea." Some scholars also suggested
that the name "Solongos" comes from
the similarity between the decorative
patterns on the traditional clothing of
Koreans, particularly the rainbow pattern
on children's sleeves, or maybe originated
from words of “Eastern” or “Solho” in
Manchu language. (Ts. Odbayar et al.,
2021)

From the 15th to the 19th centuries,
historical sources from Mongolia referred
to Korea as "White Korea." The color
white holds significant symbolic meaning
among Mongols, who are traditionally
herders. White symbolizes purity and is
used to describe clean and virtuous things,
such as "pure hearts" or the "White Moon"
celebration. From this point of the view, it
can be inferred that Mongols had a positive
and friendly perception of Koreans.*(H. IT.
[actuna, 1957)

In the 20th century, both Mongolia
and Korea faced similar struggles under
imperialist powers. Both nations suffered
from oppression, betrayal, and division
due to the policies of major powers.
Starting in 1911, Mongolian papers began
covering the severe oppression of Korea
under Japanese colonial rule, leading to a
growing sense of sympathy for the Korean
people.

In 1910 Lee Tae Jung, a Korean
patriot and one of the first graduates of

Yonsei University, opened a hospital in
Mongolia and treated Mongolian people.
He was also private doctor of Bogd
Javzundamba, the last king of Mongolia.
He was awarded with the Order of
Erdeniin Ochir, the highest state award
of Mongolia in 1919 for his service to
the Mongolian people. A Lee Tae Jung
Memorial Park was established near Tuul
river in Ulaanbaatar by Mongolian people
with the cooperation of Yonsei University.
At that time a number of Koreans lived in
Mongolia, including Korean independence
fighters Kim Kyu-shik and Yo Unhyon,
conducting their independence movement
in Mongolia.* (Battur.J, 2011)

The most tragic event is the Korean
War, which started in 1950. Mongolians
not only protested this war but also gave
a considerable amount of humanitarian
assistance. First, Mongolia “adopted” 200
children orphaned by the war, educated
them and sent them back to their country.’
In addition, during and after the Korean
War, Mongolians considerable amount
of food, warm clothes and thousands of
live cattle to North Korea to help them
overcome the misery of war. But it is
worth mentioning that Mongolia did not
have much cooperation in the military and
defense sector with North Korea. To this
date, Mongolia does not have any military
or defense cooperation with North Korea.

South Korea: Mongolia’s Buffer Zone

Mongolia, situated between powerful
imperialist nations, has often been forced
to consider the policies of these powers.
The country’s foreign policy is heavily
influenced by the need for support from
third-party nations to defend its interests,
particularly in terms of trade, defense, and
investment. Therefore, the Third neighbor-
policy foreign policy term emerged. In
this context, South Korea is undoubtedly
Mongolia's "Third Neighbor."

In international relations, the term
"Buffer Zone" refers to a country or
region that helps protect others from
potential risks due to its geographical
location or strategic importance. The term
is translated into Mongolian as "buffer
state, buffer country." By being squeezed
between great powers, it unknowingly
prevents direct confrontation between
these powers, acting as a shield, and
sometimes becomes caught in the foreign
policy conflicts of the great powers.

However, in addition to the concept
of geography and borders, a buffer state
also protects itself from falling under the
complete influence of one or two dominant
great powers, acting as a safeguard
against becoming fully integrated into the
economic sphere, trade, and investments
of these powers.

If we connect the above analysis
to this topic, South Korea undoubtedly
plays the role of Mongolia's buffer zone in
Northeast Asia, and this role will continue
in the future.

We must properly highlight South
Korea's contribution in helping Mongolia
overcome the difficult transition period.
To drive development forward—such as in
mineral extraction and the establishment
of large-scale processing plants—state
policy should facilitate the entry of South
Korea’s top five leading companies,
implementing major projects.

Having recently achieved
rapid economic growth, fully implemented
democracy, and elevated its healthcare and
education systems to global standards,
South Korea offers invaluable lessons that
Mongolia must learn from without delay.
The most pressing social issues in
Mongolia today were effectively addressed
by South Korea just not so many years ago.
Beyond major policies such as deepening
social democracy, consistently supporting
export-oriented industries, and eradicating
poverty, South Korea has successfully
implemented
teaching its citizens to follow traffic laws,

practical ~ measures—
establishing a robust food safety system,
and more. These are many good practices
that Mongolia can study and implement
immediately.
Rather
these lessons,

than observing
Mongolia should take

simply




proactive steps by drafting policy-
oriented documents, appointing skilled
professionals at its embassy in Seoul,
and systematically learning and applying
South Korea's successful strategies
without delay.

Inconclusion,nearly every Mongolian
household has at least one family member
who has worked or lived in South Korea,
helping the country navigate its difficult
transition period. Beyond employment,
many have engaged in trade and business,
pursued education, and received medical
treatment, adding to the significant number
of Mongolians who have benefited from
South Korea. This highlights that people-
to-people connections have played a key
role in shaping and strengthening bilateral
relations.

Moreover, Mongolia-South Korea
relations stand out as a unique and
revitalized partnership in Mongolia’s
history. The
strong foundation built through these
interpersonal ties
ground for deeper collaboration. Now, it
is up to both governments to cultivate this
groundwork through concrete and large-
scale initiatives. It is time for Mongolia
and South Korea to openly discuss their
shared vision for the next 35 years and
take their well-established relationship
to a new level through meaningful and

Model for North Korea and Efforts for
the Korean Unification

The
has been consistently supporting the

government of Mongolia
denuclearization of Korean peninsula and
Korean unification not only during the
Cold War, but also since 1990 when the
country started transitioning to democracy
and free market system.

In doing so, Mongolia, in most
cases, has independently and consistently
supported the peaceful unification of the
two Koreas. Since the establishment of
two Koreas, Mongolia has maintained an
active stance regarding this issue. Though
Mongolia actively supported North
Korea between 1945-1990, during which
communist countries formed a block, it
appealed that two Koreas should reunite
by peaceful means, not resorting to war
or use of force. Since the establishment
of diplomatic relations between the
two countries in 1990, Mongolia has
been cooperating more closely with the
Republic of Korea thanks to a similar
democratic political system and open
economic structure. However, Mongolia
never changed its policy of supporting
Korean reunification.

Mongolian Government's Initiatives for
Peaceful Northeast Asia

The division of the Korean Peninsula
and the resulting confrontation has become
one of the most painful, vulnerable and
pressing issues in Northeast Asia. Without
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resolving this division and confrontation
by peaceful means, it is not possible to have
peace and prosperity not only in Northeast
Asia, but also in the world. In 1981, the
government of Mongolia made its first
initiative and issued an appeal to the East
Asian countries, in which it emphasized
the importance of consolidating in the
region and appealed to cooperate against
war, in particular nuclear war. The appeal
was sent to all the parliament of the
Asia and the Pacific countries, and from
1981-1983, official letters were sent to
the heads of states and governments of
50 countries, including 36 Asian and 11
Pacific countries. 19 countries responded
positively to the Mongolian initiative.°
(Chronicle, 2014). In 1986, Mongolia
proposed to convene an Asian Forum
aimed at promoting regional peace and
cooperation and preventing
war. Though this initiative could not be
implemented due to the confrontational
situation in Asia of that time, it attracted
the attention of major regional powers
such as the USA, China and Japan to
Mongolia. But soon it has become clear
that it is not easy to influence such a large
region as Asia Pacific, thus Mongolia
started pursuing active diplomacy towards
Northeast Asia, where it is located. At the
beginning, instead of the term Northeast
Asia, the term Northeastern countries of
Asia Pacific was used. This term signaled
the start of considerable changes in the

Mongolian foreign policy in 1989. In
1989, Mongolia commemorated the 50th
anniversary of the Khalkhyn Gol battle.
In 1939, Japan attacked the Khalkyn Gol
region of eastern Mongolia, and Mongolian
army fought against this aggression with
the help of the Soviet army and defeated
the Japanese army. At the ceremonial
meeting commemorating this victory,
the government of Mongolia presented
its initiative to create a permanent
negotiation mechanism to prevent future
wars, especially nuclear war with common
efforts and to promote prosperity in the
region. Mongolian government put efforts
to explain this initiative to other countries,
including North Korea. These political
and foreign policy initiatives and related
diplomatic efforts of the Mongolian
government proved to be significant
steps to strengthen Mongolia's position in
Northeast Asia. Both Mongolia and foreign
scholars have mentioned it. For instance,
German scholar Udo B. Barkmann stated
“The new circumstances created in terms
of foreign policy, opened more space
and opportunities for Mongolia to act
independently”.” (Udo B. Barkman, 2013)

Mongolia established diplomatic
relations with the United States in 1987,
intensified its relations with Japan and
restored friendly relations with China,
the country's southern neighbor. The
expansion of Mongolia's foreign relations

In the New Century

Thanks to
initiatives and efforts,

the above-mentioned
Mongolia has
been enjoying friendly and fruitful
relations as well as effective cooperation
with all the countries in the region,
including South and North Koreas.
One of the recent manifestations that
Mongolia still tries to contribute to the
Korean reunification is the*“Ulaanbaatar
dialogue” initiative. This initiative was
first introduced by Mongolian President
Ts. Elbegdorj in April 2013, at the 7th
Ministerial Conference of the Community
of Democracies. The official name of
the initiative is “Ulaanbaatar Dialogue
on Northeast Asian Security”. The main
agenda of the Ulaanbaatar Dialogue is to
contribute to the denuclearization of North
Korea, to engage it into regional dialogue
and meetings and to strengthen regional
confidence building. The Ministry of
Foreign Affairs of Mongolia issued a
Memorandum on the initiative of the
«Ulaanbaatar dialogue» and successfully
organized an international research
conference in June 2014. The conference
is planned to be an annual event. Both the
DPRK and the ROK (Republic of Korea
or South Korea) were represented at the
inaugural meeting, as were the United

States, China, Russia, Japan, and some

European nations. The UB Dialogue,
as a consultative mechanism, has the
potential to bring together policymakers,
international organizations such as the
United Nations Economic and Social
Commission for Asia and the Pacific
(ESCAP), and civil society entities and
facilitate a range of initiatives related
to economic cooperation; military
transparency; environmental issues; non-
traditional security threats; regional of
initiatives related to economic cooperation;
military transparency; stability, cultural
and educational exchanges among the
participants, including the two Koreas.
These are official agenda items and goals
of the UB Dialogue.

Furthermore, it should be noted
that the speech made by the President of
Mongolia on November 1, 2013, at the
Kim II- Sung University during his visit to
North Korea, not only defined Mongolia's
policy on Northeast Asia and North
Korea but also attracted the attention of
other countries in the region.® (David L.
Caprara, et.al)

Why Does Mongolia Pursue Peaceful
Foreign Policy?

A. Mongolia's Economic Capacity
Mongolia falls into the category
of small power due to its relatively

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small economic capacity and population
size compared with other countries in
Northeast Asia. Although Mongolia
has wvast territory, it has a very small
population. A few years ago, Mongolia
announced the birth of its 3 millionth
citizen, now Mongolia has a 3.3 million
population. Still Mongolia's population is
incomparably small compared with other
countries in Northeast Asia. Because of
the small population and vast territory,
Mongolia faces a problem of how to protect
and defend this large country. Based on its
economic capacity and small population
Mongolia has modest army personnels,
which is not a significant instrument of
“hard power”. Thus, Mongolia needs to
seek peaceful means to ensure its security.’
(Roman Pacheco Padro, 2014)

Regional Location of Mongolia

Mongolia is one of the landlocked
countries in the world and has only two
large neighbors - Russia and China. To
travel to any other country by any transport,
Mongolians must transit through these two
countries, which have significant influence
on Mongolia's political, economic, trade,
and social sectors. The biggest obstacle
for North Korea to promote economic
growth and technological progress and
attract investment from Northeast Asian
countries is its isolationist policy. Because

coal is Mongolia's main export product, it
must pass through Russia and China's vast
territory to export to the third countries,
including South Korea and Japan. One of
the major reasons that Mongolia supports
the Korean reunification is that it will open
a door for Mongolia to reach the ocean
ports using auto or rail roads.

Mongolia's Nuclear Weapon Free
Status as a Valuable Alternative for North
Korea

Due to mutual mistrust, Northeast
Asian countries pursue nuclear weapon
policy. (Russia, USA, and China possess
large numbers of nuclear weapons,
North Korea has
nuclear tests, trying to produce nuclear
weapons, and Japan and South Korea
are under US nuclear umbrella). One can
say that Mongolians protect its territory
and security in a special manner. More
precisely, it could get written security
assurances from five Permanent Members
of the UN Security Council. In the past,
Mongolia had to allow Soviet army to
station on its territory because of its unique
geographic situation sandwiched between
two leading military powers in the world.

Starting from 1990, Mongolia started
to study carefully about the nuclear weapon
free zone issues, and in 1992, at the 47th
General Assembly announced its territory
as nuclear weapon free zone. Thanks to 20
years of tireless efforts, on 17 September
2012 the five permanent members of the
UN Security Council affirmed their intent
to respect Mongolia's nuclear-weapon-
free status and not to contribute to any act

that would violate it. Prior to that, on 4
December 1998, the 53rd UNGA adopted,
without a vote, Resolution 53/77 D, which
stated the
unanimous support for Mongolia's efforts
and invited UN Member States to cooperate
with Mongolia to ensure its international
security and NWF status. These documents
are the main international legal instruments
defining Mongolia's security. By acquiring
an official status as a nuclear weapon free
zone (country) Mongolia strengthens its
security in Northeast Asia.!® (National
Security of Mongolia, 2014)

Mongolia's Advantages in the Region as
a Model for North Korea

Northeast Asia is a region with weak
regional security mechanisms and peace
structure. All the countries of this region,
except for Mongolia, have big military
and political ambitions and except for
North Korea, all enjoy high economic
growth. We also know that these countries
have significant disputes, confrontations
or animosity towards each other. To cite
some of those contentious issues:
island disputes,
border issues (China Japan, Russia-Japan,
South Korea-Japan, China-South Korea,
South Korea-North Korea NLL)

- Historic disputes (Japan-Korea,
China-Japan, North Korea- USA, North
Korea-South Korea)

- Territorial or

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But Mongolia has the following
advantages:

- Does not have any territorial
or borderline disputes with the above
countries.

- No historic (especially regarding
modern history) disputes with these
countries. Mongolia conducts joint history
studies with all the regional countries and
cooperates closely in the archaeological
sector.

In addition, Mongolia made
considerable success thanks to its efforts
to strengthen political and economic
integration with all the Northeast Asian
countries.

Present Day

To understand Mongolia's foreign
policy toward the Korean Peninsula,
it is necessary to consider several key
documents. First,
Policy Concept followed by the National
Security Concept of the Republic of
Mongolia and the Government's programs
adopted in 2019, which extend from 2020
to 2024, must be examined. To begin with,
itis crucial to have a deep understanding of
Mongolia's “Third Neighbor policy" and
study its relations with its other partners,
as well as the principles of regional
cooperation. Additionally, it is essential
to examine how Mongolia, as a small
state, conducts its foreign policy and what
specific characteristics it has in relation to
this. It is also necessary to discuss other
aspects of cooperation.

To start, let's

first examine

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“Mongolia's Foreign Policy Concept”.
Mongolia’s foreign policy towards the
Korean Peninsula can be viewed through
the lens of specific sections, such as 14.2
and 14.3 of this Concept, formulated as
following:

b) The second direction of Mongolia ‘s
foreign policy activity shall be developing
friendly relations with highly developed
countries of the West and East such as the
United States of America, Japan and the
Federal Republic of Germany. At the same
time, it will also pursue a policy aimed
at promoting friendly relations with such
countries as India, the Republic of Korea,
Thailand, Singapore, Turkey, Denmark,
the Netherlands, Finland, Austria, Sweden,
Switzerland and at creating and bringing
to an appropriate level their economic and
other interests in Mongolia.

c) The third direction of Mongolia

‘s foreign policy activity shall be
strengthening its position in Asia and
securing a constructive participation in
the political and economic integration
process in the region. Within the framework
of this objective, greater attention shall be
given to Asia and the Pacific region, to
North-East and Central Asia. (Mongolia’s
Foreign Policy Concept, 2014)

Next, we have the “National Security
Concept of Mongolia”, where although
Korea is not explicitly mentioned, the
concept does cover third neighbors and
regional policies. For example, sections
like 3.1.1.5, 3.1.1.6, and 3.1.1.8 provide
relevant insights.

3.1.1.5. Pursuant to a “third

neighbor”  strategy,  bilateral  and
multilateral  cooperation with  highly
developed democracies in political,
economic, cultural and humanitarian
affairs shall be undertaken.

3.1.1.6  Bilateral

Looking forward, the Government's
programs from 2020 to 2024 also address
foreign policy directions, particularly in
sections like 4.5 and 4.5.5.

Since 1990, Mongolia has pursued
an open and multi-vector foreign policy
and declared the United States as its
third neighbor. Over the past 300 years,
Mongolia the
of China, especially during the Qing
Dynasty, and later under the influence
of the USSR, including Russia, for 70
years. This historical pattern of influence

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from neighboring countries led Mongolia
to embrace a policy of third neighbors,
aiming to balance its foreign relations.
The Third Neighbor policy is
a strategy to balance and diversify
Mongolia’s external relations. It was
clearly articulated in 2011 as part of
Mongolia’s
Under this policy, developed, democratic
countries are recognized as key partners
for cooperation, and these countries
are referred to as third
neighbors. This approach is a distinctive
model of foreign policy for Mongolia,
setting it apart from traditional alliances.
Furthermore, virtual diplomatic ties are
part of this approach, as Mongolia seeks
unique ways of establishing relations with

Foreign Policy Concept.

other countries.

These topics present complex issues,
which will be discussed in more detail in
subsequent studies. Moving on, the next
section addresses Mongolia’s partnership
relations with Korea.

Recently, the concept of a "Strategic
Partnership" has been frequently discussed
in the context of Mongolia-South Korea
relations, particularly in official meetings
and visits. There is a strong emphasis
on the goal of establishing a strategic
partnership. Over the past few years, the
relationship between the two countries
has already reached a level of strategic
cooperation. There has been considerable
discussion on how to further strengthen
this relationship and elevate it to a higher
level.

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Abstract

as it involves internal and external
perspectives evolving from time to time,
including questions of people’s right to
self-determination, peace and security in
North East Asia, continuation of Cold War
in Korean Peninsula, ideological battle
between international communism and
Pax Americana, and geopolitical interests
of China, Russia, U.S., Japan, and other
regional countries.

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the reunification prospect for the north
and south Korea looks hugely dependent
upon the interaction between the main
stakeholder foreign states. The topic of
the paper was set under Universal Peace
Federation — International Leadership
Conference on the theme of “Toward
Peace on the Korean Peninsula: Peace and
Security” which was held between July
7-8, 2021 in Bangkok, Thailand.

The Korean Peninsula, “as part of
the continent and destination of seashores,
attracts strategic interests of both land
power and sea power, thus serving as
buffer zone between the power struggle
of land and sea power holders™. The
issue of Korean reunification produced
comprehensive and contrasting views
among all stakeholders for over 76
years since 1945-48, years in which the
north-south Korean division originated
after World War II, indicating strategic
competition of contemporary times.

Northeast Asian Security”, which nicely
dovetails with the Park administration’s
own Initiative, the Northeast Asia Peace
and Cooperation Initiative, as a way of
drawing North Korean representatives
into the larger Asian community’”’. The
Brookings Institution indicates, ‘“these
separate initiatives could be “mutually
reinforcing” and could serve to promote
Mongolia’s role as either go-between
or a neutral venue for North-South
communication™. “Some western experts
such as Dr. Stephen Noerper of the Asia
Foundation in Mongolia maintained that
Mongolia is valuable resource on and
contact with North Korea’: “Mongolia
views itself as potential mediator with
both Pyongyang and Seoul and historic,
linguistic, and ethnic ties...and Mongolia,

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with a decade of transitional experience
from a Stalinist system, may well have
much to offer the peninsula”'. “Mongolia
is one of the few countries to practice full-
scale diplomatic relations with both Koreas
and conscientious about maintaining a
balanced relationship™!.

There are also contrasting views
by other researchers, that the above
mentioned initiatives of then authorities
of Mongolia during which advices or
pressures made onto the DPRK to shift
into road of democracy as Mongolia did,
could have sent inappropriate signals of
imbalanced siding with the U.S. agenda
and compromised its manifestations of
maintaining constructive and neutral
position in regard to the sensitive matter
of Korean reunification'?.

At any case, for the people of
Mongolia (1) has historic ties and friendly
links with the both Koreas; (2) holds more
than 70 years of experience pursuing
socialist development under communist
ideology and 30 years’ experience of
building democracy after the USSR’s
disintegration; (3) borders with both
Russia and China, similar to the DPRK;

On challenges facing reunification,
many of Mongolian scholars have been
previously expressing important points.
Scholar Sarantuya Nansal wrote, “The
key problem is not economic, social and
ideological differences. The key problem
is the military-political interference of
third or foreign powers. Even though the
two countries reach mutual understanding
and close relations, unless this model of
triangle is changed, and interference of
foreign powers continues to overwhelm,
it is basically impossible to resolve the
reunification of the country. Therefore,
expatriating military power residing in
South Korea or neutralizing them is the
key answer to resolve the Korean people’s
long-anticipated national reunification
issue.”!®* Scholar Lkhagvaa Baasanjav
wrote, “From China’s perspective, let
alone if the progress of reunification and
post-reunified situation in the Korean
Peninsula does not fully suit Chinese
expectations, Beijing may not be actively
supporting reunification in the Korean
Peninsula unless it is assured that such
progress and situation does not jeopardize

its security”'.

“The U.S. has adopted a “double
regulation” policy in addressing The
North Korean nuclear crisis. On the one
hand, it has tried to “regulate” potential
superpowers such as Japan and China. On
the other hand, it has tried to “regulate”
the so-called “rogue states” (such as North
Korea) and regional “disorders” to prevent
the loss of its own global benefits™'8. The
term “double regulations” means the U.S.
“regulates” other concerned great powers
to prevent them from overtaking the U.S.
and possibly gaining regional dominance;
at the same time, the U.S. is trying to
“regulate” North Korea to defuse the
“Korean Peninsula crisis”".

Accordingly, in respect to Korean

style economic reform”?! “Beijing has
deep suspicions about the role played by
the United States. It does not believe that
the U.S. truly wants to solve the Korean
problem” .2 But, as a Chinese specialist
pointed out, “China cannot change the
U.S. forward deployment or its web
of alliances in Asia in the foreseeable
future. Working with the U.S. has become
not a choice but a necessity.”” “China,
nevertheless, would not want to see an
American military presence in a unified
Korea along the border between China
and Korea. Consequently, it is necessary
for the two countries to further develop
confidence-building measures and to
coordinate their routine consultations over
the issue of Korea. These mechanisms are
extremely important to both China and the
United States™.*

issue....The renewal of the U.S.-Japanese
alliance and the extension of its defense
coverage deepened Chinese suspicions
that the United States seeks regional
hegemony and that the Japanese military
might be revitalized. Korea is of practical
importance to offset such possibilities. On
the other hand, it is also in Beijing’s vital
interest to maintain a secure and friendly
neighborhood in the

Peking University’s Niu Jun provides
an insightful analysis on China’s shifting
principles toward North Korea and the
Korean Peninsula. The four traditional
principles were: (1) preventing war on the
Korean Peninsula, (2) preventing chaos in
North Korea, (3) deterring South Korea—
led unification, and (4) denuclearization.
Beijing has revised its official principles
as follows: (1) denuclearization, (2)

maintaining peace and stability, and (3)

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resolving the Korean Peninsula issue
through dialogue, instead of the earlier four
principles.”’ Denuclearization has been
moved to the top, while deterring South
Korea—led unification is deleted. It also
does not specify North Korea, but refers to
the entire Korean Peninsula, which implies
dialogue with not only North Korea, but
also South Korea. China’s key concern is
a unified Korea that may be strategically
friendly, or at least not unfriendly, to
China. To this end, relying solely on North
Korea may not be the best option. China
has historically been a giant neighbor to
Korea and has traditionally seen Korea as
an integral part of its national security.?®

In short, “the collapse of the North

Korean administration would create
a political power shift in Northeast
Asia. China would not like to face such
changes in regional security, because
it would not be able to dominate the
situation; China’s distrust of the U.S.

China’s possible diplomatic behavior in
East Asia after having strengthened its
military capabilities, the Annual Report
to Congress: The Military Power of the
People’s Republic of China 2005 pointed
out that “in the Asia Pacific region, some
of its (Chinese) diplomacy was geared to
regional institutions that would exclude
the United States.”® “Aaron Friedberg,
the U.S. Deputy National Security
Adviser, thinks that China is the “strategic
competitor” for the U.S., and China will
inevitably challenge the U.S.’s political
and military position in Asia. Someday
the U.S. will find itself in the position
of competing fiercely with China and
confronting it geographically’!.

Reunification scenarios and its potential
impact:

U.S. Air Force veteran, Dr. Tara O,
wrote abook “The Collapse of North Korea:
Challenges, Planning and Geopolitics of
Unification” in which the author considered
reunification scenarios and highlighted the
risk impacts of such phenomenon: “The
unification of the Korean Peninsula is
inevitably linked to North Korea’s demise,
and numerous experts have presented
alternative unification scenarios. The three
most common types of scenarios are (1)
peaceful and gradual unification, (2) war
leading to unification, and (3) the collapse

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of North Korea and unification by default.
These scenarios are known by other names,
and there are other scenarios in addition to
these three common ones. (1) The gradual
long-term approach envisions the two
Koreas starting with greater exchanges.
They might then form a confederation in
which the two systems peacefully coexist.
The third stage is unification, but some see
confederation as the final stage. (2) The
war scenario could occur with or without
DPRK’s collapse. In war scenarios, North
Korea initiates the attack, and the victor is
usually seen as the combined ROK-U.S.
forces. (3) The collapse scenario centers
on the concept of North Korea’s collapse
and its subsequent absorption by South
Korea.”? “Despite Juche, North Korea
has been dependent on outside help for
decades, from the former Soviet Union
in earlier days, the U.S. and South Korea
during the Sunshine Policy era, and China

more recently.”

China is concerned
about the mass refugee flow from North
Korea and the loss of a buffer state, and
it therefore continues to support the North
Korean regime.
continued irritation, including nuclear and
missile tests, Beijing provides aid, trade,
and political support to sustain the Kim
regime. South Korea or the Republic of
Korea (ROK) fears the high unification
cost as well as the influx of North Koreans,
and so desires slow integration with North
Korea. South Korea under presidents
Park Geun-hye and Lee Myung-bak has
begun to address the issue, which was a
taboo under the two previous presidents.
Meanwhile, the U.S. is focused on the
control of nuclear weapons and materials.
The long-term development of North
Korea will also require regional and
international coordination. The regional
powers should anticipate several possible
scenarios and develop plans to mitigate
negative consequences. Such a forward-
looking approach would help establish a
solid foundation to manage the challenges
of the most likely contingencies and set

international implications.

Strategists must also take account
of the fact that, among many factors of
security, any trend of national reunification
in the Eastern hemisphere could result
meta-scale instability, as the successful
examples of national reunification may
encourage or trigger other autonomous
dominions’ interests to reclaim historically
divided parts®.

Role of China is increasing even
greater in the regional balance of power,
including the Korean reunification issue,
as Asia “regains its former position in
history”®. The Chinese capability of
facilitating gradual economic integration
for the North and the South Korea will be
valuable asset for its regional liabilities.
Indeed, it is the interaction and accord
between the foreign powers that can
eventually resolve the challenges of
reunification and rectify consequences of
dividing a nation of Korea “because it is
the foreign forces who divided Korea and
check the reunification of the nation™!.
In face of eternally conflicting interests
of geopolitics and ideological differences
between the authorities of such foreign
powers, prospects of Korean reunification
seem less viable unless mutually beneficial
gradual integration in peaceful coexistence
is to be pursued.

Abstract

This paper investigates how Mongolia, a small state in a complex geopolitical
environment, leverages soft power and proactive diplomacy to facilitate dialogue on the
Korean Peninsula. It examines Mongolia’s strategic use of soft power, its small-state
diplomacy tactics, and the application of shelter theory to explain Ulaanbaatar’s quest
for security and influence. The analysis traces Mongolia’s post-Cold War foreign policy
evolution — from its “third neighbor” doctrine and neutral national identity framing to
its hosting of the Ulaanbaatar Dialogue (UBD) on Northeast Asian Security. The UBD,
a Track 1.5/Track 2 diplomatic forum, is assessed as a soft power mechanism that has
brought together North and South Korean representatives and regional stakeholders in
an informal setting. The paper evaluates the UBD’s concrete impacts on inter-Korean
engagement and regional perceptions of Mongolia, noting successes in confidence-
building as well as limitations. Despite North Korea’s absence from UBD since 2019,
Mongolia’s sustained commitment to dialogue underscores the normative significance of
small-state soft power in a “hard” security region. The conclusion provides a balanced
overview of Mongolia’s contributions and offers policy recommendations, arguing that
Mongolia’s experience provides a case study in how principled small-state diplomacy
can modestly shape regional peace processes.

Shelter theory provides another lens,
explaining that small states seek security
and prosperity by obtaining “shelter” from
larger states or international institutions.
Small states face inherent disadvantages
(economic vulnerability, limited defense
capacity) and thus look for external
support in three domains: economic,
political, and societal shelter. Economic
shelter might involve trade ties or aid;
political shelter might mean alliances
or diplomatic backing; societal shelter
could include cultural links or migration
opportunities. Thorhallsson argues that
without such shelter, small states struggle
to withstand external shocks.!> Mongolia’s
foreign policy reflects shelter-seeking
behavior: it actively engages international
organizations and “third neighbor”
countries (like the US, EU, Japan, South
Korea) to diversify its economic and
political support base, reducing over-
reliance on its two giant neighbors, Russia
and China. At the same time, Mongolia has
institutionalized its neutrality by joining
bodies like the OSCE and by declaring
itself a nuclear-weapon-free zone, thereby
embedding in international norms that
provide a form of political shelter.!’ In

Mongolia’s Neutral Foreign Policy and
Soft-Power Assets

Mongolia’s foreign policy strategy is
grounded in its self-identified posture of
neutrality and its “third neighbor” doctrine,
which collectively enable the country
to cultivate multidirectional diplomatic
relationships beyond its immediate
geographic constraints. As a landlocked
state situated between two major powers—
Russiaand China—Mongolia has sought to
balance its foreign policy through strategic
diversification, engaging proactively with
advanced democracies and international
organizations such as the United States,
Japan, South Korea, the United Nations,
and ASEAN.'" This strategy aligns with
small-state foreign policy literature that
highlights external engagement, hedging,
and norm entrepreneurship as pathways
for enhancing autonomy under asymmetric
structural conditions. "

A defining feature of Mongolia’s
diplomatic strategy in Northeast Asia is
its exceptional ability to maintain cordial
and cooperative relations with both North
and South Korea—an achievement few
regional states can replicate. This balanced
dual engagement is not merely the product
of historical coincidence but represents
a deliberate strategy grounded in small-
state diplomatic theory, particularly the
principles of hedging and role flexibility.
According to Small State Theory, small
states often pursue multivector diplomacy
and cultivate diversified bilateral ties to
safeguard their autonomy and enhance
international

play the rare role of a trusted interlocutor

Mongolia’s diplomatic relationship
with the Democratic People’s Republic of
Korea (DPRK) dates back to 1948, when
it became the second country in the world
to recognize North Korea, establishing
relations rooted in shared socialist
ideology during the Cold War.??

Beyond its flagship multilateral
forum, the Ulaanbaatar Dialogue (UBD),
Mongolia has played an understated but
strategically significant role in facilitating
bilateral Track-Two diplomacy between
key stakeholders on the Korean Peninsula.
These initiatives are rooted in Mongolia’s
overarching foreign policy ethos—marked
by neutrality, multivector engagement,
and soft-power promotion—and are best
understood through the lens of Small
State Theory and Track-Two Diplomacy
frameworks.

As a small state constrained by
limited material power, Mongolia operates
through what scholars identify as “niche
diplomacy”—focusing on areas where its
unique assets (such as trust, neutrality, and
credibility) can exert outsized influence.?’
In this context, Mongolia’s ability to
serve as a non-threatening convenor for

confidential dialogues has gained quiet
recognition in regional security circles.

One of the most significant examples
of such backchannel diplomacy occurred
in 2012, when senior officials from
the United States and the Democratic
People’s Republic of Korea (DPRK)
met in Ulaanbaatar for secret talks.
The dialogue, which took place far
from the geopolitical pressure zones of
Washington and Pyongyang, allowed both
sides to communicate candidly without
media exposure or domestic political
constraints.®® A similar case emerged in
2007, when Japan and North Korea held
clandestine discussions in the Mongolian
capital concerning the sensitive issue of
abducted Japanese citizens—a matter
typically laden with nationalist emotion
and diplomatic friction. In both instances,
Mongolia’s credibility as a neutral host,
built on longstanding non-aligned relations
with Pyongyang and a principled foreign
policy of non-intervention, was essential
in persuading both parties to engage.

Complementing its bilateral
facilitation role, Mongolia also invests in
cultural diplomacy and people-to-people
initiatives that align with the soft power
paradigm advanced by Joseph Nye (2004).
These initiatives are not merely symbolic;
they form a normative infrastructure
through which Mongolia indirectly
influences behavior and perceptions on the
Korean Peninsula. For instance, Mongolia
has hosted joint delegations of North and
South Korean women parliamentarians,
creating a rare venue for cross-Peninsula
political ~ dialogue = among  female
leaders—a demographic often excluded

from traditional security discourse.

Mongolia’s commitment to civic
engagement and social diplomacy also
extends to sports exchanges, such as
international boxing matches and athletic
events featuring participants from both
Koreas, China, and Russia. Through
its specially established International
Cooperation Fund, Mongolia has financed
a range of grassroots projects including
youth  basketball
clinics, and art exhibitions—many of
which involve North Korean participants

These efforts,
while modest in scale, carry important
symbolic weight and further reinforce
Mongolia’s image as a benevolent and
pragmatic actor—one that seeks mutual
benefit and social stability rather than
leverage or influence.

Importantly, Mongolian officials
emphasize that their approach to diplomacy
is characterized by “quiet effectiveness”.
As one senior envoy described it, the goal
is to “build bridges of understanding”
through practical, incremental steps rather

than grandstanding or geopolitical theater.

This mirrors the “quiet diplomacy”
strategy often employed by small
states, wherein reliability, discretion,

and flexibility constitute their primary

through mechanisms like the Ulaanbaatar
Dialogue (UBD), bilateral backchannels,

and soft-power initiatives—has drawn

regional processes—especially

increasing attention among policy experts
and scholars for its strategic efficacy.

From the perspective of Small
State Theory, Mongolia's behavior
aligns with what Thorhallsson (2019)
describes as “shelter-seeking” and “niche
diplomacy”—wherein small states pursue
influence through specialization and
strategic flexibility, rather than material
capabilities. In Mongolia’s case, this has
taken the form of facilitating dialogue,
promoting neutral spaces for Track-
Two and Track 1.5 diplomacy, and

engaging adversaries through cultural

above its weight, acting as a diplomatic
facilitator rather than a security actor.

This strategic neutrality has allowed
Mongolia to maintain Pyongyang’s trust,
an asset that few states in the region
possess. North Korean elites often regard
Mongolia as

enhances Mongolia’s diplomatic leverage
in facilitating informal dialogue and
humanitarian cooperation, and highlights

enhanced its own international visibility
and prestige. Once considered a peripheral
actor in Northeast Asia, Mongolia
has gradually emerged as a symbol of
constructive  small-state  engagement.
Its presidents and foreign ministers are
increasingly recognized on the global
stage as proponents of peace, and its role
in reviving or sustaining dormant regional
dialogues—particularly during moments
of diplomatic gridlock—has attracted
scholarly and multilateral commendation.
For instance, the UBD has been described
as “rescuing” Northeast Asia’s stagnant
security  dialogue

providing consistent opportunities for

mechanisms by

multilateral engagement—even when
formal processes like the Six-Party Talks

have collapsed.

This pattern illustrates a broader
theoretical lesson in international relations:
soft power, when wielded with credibility
and consistency, can act as a functional
substitute or supplement to hard power
(Nye 2004). Mongolia, despite lacking the
military or economic leverage typically
associated with regional influence, has
"attractive power" through
norm adherence, democratic values, and
credible neutrality. Its success as a “trusted

by hard security logics, Mongolia has
subtly reshaped the discourse around
regional cooperation. This contribution
is particularly meaningful in a security
environment traditionally characterized
by zero-sum thinking, great power rivalry,
and the marginalization of small actors.

In conclusion, Mongolia’s quiet
diplomacy offers a compelling model of
strategic soft-power engagement. Through
discretion, consistency,
based credibility, it has earned a place

at the table in Northeast Asian security

discussions—not by force, but by function.
Its example not only enriches theoretical
understandings of small-state agency, but
also demonstrates the continuing relevance
of constructive multilateralism in regions
marked by mistrust and volatility.

Challenges and  Limitations of

While Mongolia’s  soft
diplomacy has yielded recognition, it
also faces significant challenges and
constraints:

1. Geopolitical Constraints and
Great-Power Rivalry: Northeast Asia
is dominated by great-power politics
(U.S.—China—Russia—Japan
which can eclipse small-state initiatives.
Mongolia’s UBD and mediation efforts,
no matter how well-intentioned, operate

A case in
point: after the breakdown of U.S.—DPRK
talks in 2019 and North Korea’s turn to
isolation during COVID-19, Mongolia
could not persuade Pyongyang to attend
UBD or re-engage; the structural forces of
great-power standoffs and North Korea’s
internal decisions trumped Ulaanbaatar’s
outreach. Moreover, some of the region’s
disputes (e.g. China—Japan or
Japan—South Korea historical feuds) lie

Mongolia is careful not to overstep into

2. North Korea’s Unpredictability
and Preferences: Mongolia’s role hinges
on North Korea’s willingness to participate.
Pyongyang’s behavior is notoriously hard
to predict; periods of diplomatic openness
can swiftly change to hostility. Mongolia
suffered a setback when North Korea
stopped sending delegates after 2018 —
a decision influenced by Pyongyang’s
broader withdrawal from diplomacy in
2019 and strict pandemic border closures.
Despite Mongolia keeping the door open,
North Korea can simply choose not to
walk in. Additionally, as noted earlier,
North Korea, when faced with high-
profile choices, may prefer venues and
partners that align with its regime security
preferences (hence picking Vietnam or
China for summits over Mongolia, which
though neutral, is a democracy).*® This
suggests an inherent limitation: Mongolia’s
democratic identity, one of its soft power
assets in the West, might ironically be a
liability in the eyes of the Kim regime

3. Resource Limitations:
effective but still requires resources —
diplomatic, financial, human. Mongolia’s
government has a modest diplomatic corps
and budget. Hosting annual international
dialogues, sending envoys to Pyongyang
or Washington, and funding academic
exchanges all impose costs. There is also
the opportunity cost: every effort spent on
being a regional facilitator is effort not
spent on other foreign policy or domestic
priorities. Mongolia has managed by
partnering with organizations (like FES,
UN, etc.) to fund UBD conferences, but
if such external support wanes, sustaining
the Dialogue long-term could be difficult.
Human capital is another factor: Mongolia
has only a limited number of Korea
specialists and experienced mediators.
A small cadre of experts (often the
same individuals) carry much of the
burden in organizing and networking
for these initiatives. This raises the issue
of institutional continuity — Mongolia
needs to ensure the next generation of
diplomats continues the commitment.
A related limitation is media reach:
Mongolia’s voice in international media
is low. Its proposals or statements do not
get the global attention that great powers’
do. Thus, its soft power impact can be
constrained by a lack of amplification (for
instance, a Mongolian President’s calls for
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peace may simply not be heard widely,
compared to a U.S. President’s).

4. Dependence on Goodwill and
Shelter: In line with shelter theory,
Mongolia’s diplomatic activism partly

Mongolia’s hosting of U.S. or Japanese
officials (in dialogues that include North
Korea) as contrary to Chinese interests,
Beijing could pressure Mongolia to curtail
such activities. Similarly, if the U.S. lost
trust in Mongolia’s balancing act (say,
if Ulaanbaatar leaned “too close” to
Pyongyang or Moscow on some issue),
Washington’s support or tolerance could
fade. Mongolia must perform a careful
balancing act — fostering inter-Korean
engagement without alienating any of
the powers that help guarantee its own
security and economy. So far, Mongolia
has deftly balanced (e.g., inviting all
parties including China and Russia to
UBD, and avoiding taking sides), but the
margin for error is slim.

5. Measurability and Expectations:
Another challenge is proving the tangible
results of Mongolia’s soft power approach.
Critics could point out that despite UBD
and decades of Mongolian friendship, the
Korean Peninsula remains nuclear-armed
and divided, and that North Korea’s policies
have not fundamentally changed. Skeptics

might question whether Mongolia’s
dialogues have any real effect beyond talk.
Ulaanbaatar must manage expectations
— neither overselling what UBD can do
nor allowing impatience to shut it down.
The nature of preventive diplomacy is
that success is often an absence of worst-
case outcomes (e.g. channels stayed open,
mistrust didn’t deepen as much as it could
have). Such successes are hard to quantify.
Mongolia’s leaders have to justify to
their public and partners why investing in
these peace efforts is worthwhile. So far,
Mongolia has argued that its role elevated
the country’s international standing and
contributes to regional stability, which is
persuasive at a qualitative level. But if,
for instance, North Korea continues to
ignore the UBD for many years, Mongolia
might face a perception that the Dialogue
has lost relevance. Keeping the process
fresh — by updating agendas, bringing
new participants (as it did in 2022) — is
necessary to stave off “forum fatigue.”

In summary, Mongolia’s soft power
diplomacy operates within real-world
constraints. It does not possess the leverage
to alter other states’ fundamental interests
or to enforce outcomes. Its role can be
marginalized by external events (like
war scares, pandemics) and is contingent
on the voluntary cooperation of others.
Mongolia must also guard its neutrality
vigilantly; any sign of bias could damage
its broker image. These challenges do
not negate Mongolia’s contributions, but
they remind us of the intrinsic limits of
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small-state agency. Recognizing these
limitations is key to formulating realistic
policy recommendations for Mongolia’s
diplomacy going forward.

Conclusion: Small-State Diplomacy
and the Enduring Value of Soft Power

in Northeast Asia

Mongolia’s engagement with the
Korean Peninsula represents a compelling
case of small-state diplomacy in a region
traditionally dominated by great-power
rivalries and securitized interactions.

Theoretically, =~ Mongolia’s  case
affirms several critical insights from
International Relations scholarship. From
a constructivist perspective, Mongolia
has strategically cultivated a national
identity centered on neutrality and
dialogue facilitation, thereby enhancing
agency beyond the

expectations of materialist paradigms.

As a constitutionally declared nuclear-
weapon-free state with diplomatic ties to
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both Koreas, Mongolia enjoys a unique
credibility that allows it to serve as a
trusted interlocutor. This identity-driven
strategy validates the notion that ideas,
norms, and identity formation are central
to state behavior and influence.

Furthermore, the case exemplifies
aspects of Shelter Theory, which posits
that small states seek strategic “shelters”
institutions and

through international

partnerships to compensate for structural

vulnerabilities. Mongolia has actively
pursued a "third-neighbor" foreign
policy—engaging with the United

States, Japan, South Korea, the EU, and
other liberal democracies—to bolster its
diplomatic standing and autonomy. This
shelter-seeking behavior has created the
political and normative space for Mongolia
to pursue regional peace initiatives without
being constrained by the traditional power
politics of its immediate neighborhood.

From the lens  of
entrepreneurship, Mongolia’s initiatives—

particularly the institutionalization of the

norm

UBD—demonstrate how small states can
influence regional security discourses by
promoting norms of dialogue, inclusivity,
and peaceful engagement. Despite limited
participation by North Korean delegates
since 2019, the continued operation of
the UBD retains symbolic and practical
importance,
infrastructure for future dialogue and
showcasing
commitment to regional stability.

At the policy level, Mongolia’s
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approach has been characterized by
humility and consistency. Rather than
overclaiming its role, Mongolia has
framed its interventions as providing
“g0o0d offices” to facilitate communication
among parties. This restrained diplomacy
has enhanced Mongolia’s credibility and
contributed to its image as an honest
broker. The country’s soft power efforts—
encompassing
academic cooperation, and humanitarian
initiatives—have
interpersonal connections that complement
official diplomatic channels. These people-
to-people engagements align with Joseph
Nye’s conceptualization of soft power as

cultural exchanges,

fostered trust and

influence derived from attraction and co-
optation rather than coercion.

Nonetheless, Mongolia’s
state diplomacy. While it can sustain
engagement, introduce new ideas, and
create platforms for dialogue, the resolution
of entrenched geopolitical conflicts like
the Korean Peninsula ultimately rests with
the principal parties and major powers.
In this context, Mongolia’s role should
be viewed as complementary rather than
substitutive—a catalytic actor that helps
maintain diplomatic momentum and
expand the space for peaceful solutions.

To enhance its future contributions,
Mongolia should consider several strategic
directions:

Institutionalize the UBD with a
dedicated secretariat and stable funding
mechanisms, possibly through multilateral

partnerships or support from the UN and
like-minded states.

Forge stronger coalitions with
middle
particularly those with shared experiences

other and small powers,
in peace facilitation (e.g., Nordic states,
Kazakhstan, ASEAN members), to
build collective capacity for regional

engagement.

Expand Track-3 diplomacy and
societal exchanges between North and
South Korea on Mongolian soil, using soft
cultural and humanitarian diplomacy as a
vehicle for building long-term trust.

Strengthen diplomatic expertise
and analytical infrastructure, including
the establishment of a Korean Peninsula
research center in Ulaanbaatar to provide
and cultivate

policy-relevant insights

regional expertise.

Preserve neutrality while

remaining agile, ensuring balanced
relations with all regional actors and
proactively preparing for potential future
openings in inter-Korean diplomacy or

multilateral negotiations.

In sum, Mongolia’s soft power-driven
engagement offers a timely and instructive
model of principled small-state diplomacy
in an otherwise polarized region. While its
influence may be modest in comparison to
systemic actors, its contributions are far
from negligible. By anchoring its strategy
in normative principles,
innovation, and multilateral inclusivity,
Mongolia has carved out a meaningful
role as a peace facilitator in Northeast

Abstract

This study originates from an inquiry into North Korea’s motivations for providing
military support during the Russia—Ukraine war that began in 2022. Despite facing
intensified international sanctions and deepening isolation, North Korea chose to engage
in military support for Russia. This research examines the underlying reasons for this
decision and the potential benefits North Korea seeks to obtain. As a comparative case,
South Korea’s deployment of troops to the Vietnam War in the 1960s was analyzed.
Kenneth Waltz’s theory of neorealism (structural realism) serves as the theoretical
framework to explain the motivations of small states participating in major conflicts. The
findings indicate that South Korea gained tangible benefits—such as securing economic
development funds and strengthening the ROK-U.S. alliance—through its involvement
in the Vietnam War, while North Korea’s actions aim at regime preservation, alleviating
diplomatic isolation, and reinforcing its strategic partnership with Russia. This analysis
suggests that the participation of small states in international conflicts can be understood
through realist motivations emphasizing power and survival, and it underscores the
continuing importance of alliance management and the pursuit of practical national
interests in South Korea’s contemporary foreign and security policy.

This study compares the underlying structures of consciousness reflected in
Korean and Mongolian proverbs related to women—particularly within marital and
family relationships—by categorizing them into value systems, gender hierarchies,
and behavioral norms. Korean proverbs reflect Confucian ideology, patriarchal values,
and a kinship-centered family order, emphasizing obedience, patience, and sacrifice
from women, and placing wives and daughters-in-law in hierarchical relationships.
In contrast, Mongolian proverbs—rooted in nomadic culture—highlight autonomy,
practicality, and a more egalitarian family structure. They portray wives and daughters-
in-law as independent and cooperative figures, emphasizing wisdom, self-reliance, and
mutual respect.

While both cultures share common values such as mother-in-law and daughter-in-
law conflicts, the ideal of a virtuous wife, and respect for elders, there are significant
differences in women'’s status, familial roles, power structures, and the portrayal of inter-
female relationships.

In conclusion, proverbs serve as cultural mirrors that reflect societal values and
structures. Future research should explore more diverse female identities and delve
deeper into worldview, ethics, and other thematic aspects found in the proverbs of both
nations.
